Nature and extent of involvement of Faculty and students in Academic Program.

1) Research Activities: Faculty Members and Students make in depth analysis on particular topics by making extensive use of the Library. Moreover Faculty Members constantly contribute to the Academics via various publications in research works.

2) Course Pack: Faculty members are required to prepare Course pack for the students before the beginning of the Session. These course packs facilitate the students to prepare for the class in advance. It includes case studies, role plays, and group activities relevant to each topic.

3) Guest Lectures: Guest Lecturers from Premier Institutions like IIT & IIM and Companies of National and International repute are invited on a regular basis.

4) Seminars:  Students and Faculty Members actively take  part in  seminars conducted on current topics by the Institute and other bodies.

5) Project work, Assignment:  Other than Summer Project students are required to undertake various project work. It gives them exposure to real life situation.

6) Pedagogy and Learning Methods:  The teaching methodologies consist of a judicious blend of lectures, seminars, case study & discussions, role playing, management games and group presentation that gives them proper understanding of the concepts and skills to use these concepts in the proper context.

7) Faculty Development Programme: In order to upgrade the knowledge base of Faculty Members, various Faculty Development Programmes  are conducted from time to time  with the help of eminent scholars from IITs and IIMs.

8) Publication:  The Institute has its own publication in the form of a Journal  NEERMAN where students and Faculty Members contribute their creative thoughts and ideas.
